She served on the Army Staff as a strategic planner 
in the Office of the Provost Marshal General’s Initiatives Group at the Pentagon, LTC Yates performed duties 
as Director of Emergency Services/Provost Marshal for the Fort Myer Military Community. LTC Yates 
commanded the Washington Criminal Investigation Battalion located at Fort Myer, VA from 2007-2009 and 
later performed duties as a Special Assistant to the Director of the Army Staff in the Chief of Staff of the 
Army’s office, Headquarters Department of the Army, Pentagon. Her final assignment was as the Special
